Baptism & Chrismation: You must be a registered and active member of the parish.  Please inform the Church Office when your child
is born.  Arrangements  should  be  made with the Church three (3)  weeks   in   advance of  the  date  you desire
to have your child Baptized and Chrismated. If you have any questions, please make an appointment.

Marriage: Allow a MINIMUM of six months for all necessary preparations including premarriage sessions. The Code of Canons for the
Oriental Churches (CCEO) makes this time frame an absolute necessity. Exceptions will be made only for extreme, valid
reasons. The couple to be married should contact the Church prior to making any other arrangements.

Sick Calls: Please notify the Parish Office or one of the  priests as soon as possible if a family member  is in the hospital or nursing home.
Please also notify us if any family member is a shut-in.
